In particular, this chapter will
focus on relative honorification - ways to raise the status of the person the speaker is addressing.
Relative honorification refers to the speaker’s use of honorific sentence endings which have the
function of raising the status of the hearer based on the consideration of age, position, social
status, or acquaintance relationships. Relative honorification has four levels: very polite, ordinary
polite, ordinary impolite, and very impolite. In this chapter, we will learn the two forms used mostly
by older individuals, namely the 5t2 (ordinary polite) form and the St/ (ordinary impolite) form.
These forms are often used in public announcements, historical plays and television dramas, and
movies, so it is important that you learn them well so that you can better understand Korean
culture at a deeper level.
