Korean cuisine features many fermented foods. % and ZF3 (both are called &) are the two defining
flavors of Korean food that are fermented, as is the Z 3. It takes a long time to properly ferment food, as
revealed by the Korean proverb which stats “As for %, the older the better”. To make ®7, first boil the soy
beans, then shape them into blocks and hang them in the air. As mold ferments on the surface of the blocks,
they slowly become T, or soy bean malt. Making soy bean malt takes about 3 months. When the malt is
ready, it is then washed, soaked in salt water and dried in the sun. After a couple of months, the soy bean
malt can then be separated into ‘24 and ¥4 The 7H4 is boiled over low heat for 2 hours and re-stored for
3 months. All in all, making 1% takes 5 months; 7F3 requires a total of 8 months. As the proverb above
shows, however, the genuine flavor of 1% can take much longer -about 2 years- to fully develop. Korean
people are accustomed to waiting for a long time to taste something genuine. Modern Korean culture is
often called “#='®2] culture,” but it also has relaxed side.

According to Seoul Metro, the most commonly lost items are bags (28.6%), electronics, such as cell phones
and MP3 players (13.4%) and clothes (10.5%).

If you notice you've lost something right after you get off the train, contact the station office. The fastest
way to check for your lost item is to give the office the number of the train and the individual car you took.
The 4-digit train number is posted in every car. If you do not know which car you took, check the number
of the platform at the spot where you stepped off. The platform number is the car number. If, on the other
hand, some time passes before you realize that you've lost an item, report it to the final station on the route
you were taking. The final station collects all lost items and keeps them for one day; after that, it sends them
to the lost and found.

Because of such customs, it was common in traditional Korean society to get married through 941, These
arranged marriages are called vl -4 &. YkAl is still common today.

A benefit of BFA is that potential spouses get to learn all about each other before ever meeting. In recent
times, non-arranged marriages have also become common, but the custom of 341 is still practiced widely.
Even with the introduction of non-arranged marriages, there is still an entire industry in Korea devoted to
matchmaking.
